Another think you need is to be physically fit. According to the fire, sometimes you must work sixteen
hours straight. The most important part of wilderness firefighting is safety. There are many rules for the
purpose of being safe. When fighting fire you should abide by these rules. There are ten rules for work
procedures and eighteen rules for situational awareness, they are all extremely crucial.

Wilderness firefighters have a lot of vehicle support. They have trucks, fire engines, helicopters, and lots
of airplanes. The biggest plane can drop 12,000 gallons of water. Sometimes they use fire to suffocate the
original fire.

In times of emergency, you should deploy your fire shelter. Your fire shelter can protect you against
radiant heat. Find a safe location to set up your fire shelter.



Wilderness firefighting and structural firefighting are not the same. Both have a lot of danger, but you
should know the difference. In the United States wildland firefighting is the third most dangerous job after
logging and fishing, but you work in very opposite environments. Both are very demanding. Wildland
firefighting requires a different skill. You need to understand topography and weather patterns in order to
predict the fire.
